General Information

Application Deadline:  March 9th
Booth size:
10 x 10.  All vendors are allotted an additional 10 x 10 space directly behind their booth for camping.  If you need more space, you must purchase an extra booth.

Fees: 
$435 – Include with application: If you are accepted we will cash your check on April 2nd.  ** If you are NOT accepted we will destroy your check. If you want your check sent back to you please include a SASE.
Passes:
Two adult 4-day passes are included with your booth.  Any additional passes must be purchased at regular ticket prices through our website. Purchase tickets early for the best prices.  Children 6 - 12 are $35 for four days. Ages 5 & under are free.

Electricity:
We do not provide electricity.  Be prepared to supply your own…. get creative!  Bring lanterns!

Camping:   
Camping in booth, behind booth or on festival grounds.  

Parking:
You will be allowed one vehicle pass, which will allow you to park behind your booth.  All other vehicles require the purchase of on-site parking in advance through our website.  


The scene:
Vendors will be placed on the inner perimeter of the music meadow.  Spaces will be assigned at the discretion of our staff based on a variety of factors including artistic representation and special size requirements.

Important Reminders:

· Vendors are required to carry liability insurance in the amount of $1M.  If you are unsure of how to obtain this insurance, we can provide you with a low cost option.  Please provide proof of insurance and sign and submit the hold harmless document attached with your application.
· All vendors must abide by festival guidelines which can be found online at: http://delfest.com/eventinfo/guidelines/ and in the festival program.

· Prohibited items for sale:  Absolutely no paraphernalia of any kind or CDs 
(Glass bowls, water pipes, etc.) Any paraphernalia for sale will be confiscated, and your vending privileges will be forfeited. 

· A note about the weather:  Weather is quite variable this time of year.  Be prepared for warm sunny weather or heavy rain and.to secure your booth against the elements.  DelFest is not responsible for any damage to any part of your booth or your merchandise.

· Cancellation Policy:  Vendors must give DelFest at least 30 days written notice of intent to cancel participation in the festival.  Booth fees minus $25 are refundable until that time.  Thereafter, all fees are non-refundable.

This coverage will provide at least a $1,000,000 General Aggregate limit and $1,000,000 per Occurrence limit and be provided through an insurance carrier rated A or better.  VENDOR shall name DelFest LLC and Allegany County Fairgrounds as Additional Insureds on all such policies. In addition, Vendor acknowledges that neither DelFest LLC or Allegany County Fairgrounds maintain insurance covering exhibitor's property and that it is the sole responsibility of VENDOR to obtain business interruption and property insurance insuring any losses of VENDOR.
